SANTA CLARITA:  Troy Acoustics Soundwall System passes rigid anti-ricochet testing
One of the more stringent anti-ricochet test procedures requires 2 layers (10mm and 11mm) marine plywood on shooting range baffles for test firing for errant 5.56 and 7.62 rounds.  Being unfamiliar with the Troy System, a contractor required independently proven test procedures before he would consider this more cost –effective, wide-band  high absorptive system for a project that he was awarded. 

The test procedure, which was performed at Lackland AFB, resulted in the approval of the Troy System for the project. The contractor could replace the two layers of marine plywood and use the Troy System.  The system offered the end user with the added benefit s of being highly absorptive, waterproof and non-flammable.  The latter was critical since tracer rounds were used in the test procedure, as a safety net, in the event that some mismarked ammo was used.

The Troy System, which meets OSHA guidelines for noise exposure limits,  is installed at shooting ranges nationwide.  Major installations include the US Customs and Border Protection facility in Harpers Ferry, the US Secret Service range, the Lewisville (TX) police department, US Navy and Monmouth County, NJ.
